Constitution of the Nautical Patrol 

The aim of the Nautical Patrol is to ensure compliance with the nautical code and 

federal restrictions, and to raise awareness of the need for safety and respect among 

users and boaters on Lake Manitou. 

We carried out 93 interventions, in the areas of boating safety, the environment and 

prevention.  We also carried out a number of rescues.

On September 5, 2023, the contractor proceeded to demolish the old buildingThe

By-law amendment 

By-law 2022-145 concerning nuisances has been amended by by-law 2022-145-1, which reads as follows: 
 

Addition of article 4.1: Firearm or air gun: 
 
The use of a firearm or air gun constitutes a nuisance and is prohibited: 
a) Within 300 metres of a house, building or any inhabited place 

b) Less than 300 metres from a public place, a place frequented by the public or a public road 

c) On private property without the consent of the owner, his representative or the occupant of the 
premises. 

The present article does not apply to businesses intended for this purpose and holding the necessary 
permits for its operation. 



 
 

Modification of article 4 NUISANCE BY WEAPONS, sub-article 4.3 by the following text: 
 
4.2 Bow and crossbow 
 
The use of a bow or crossbow constitutes a nuisance and is prohibited.  

a) Within 300 metres of a house, building or any inhabited place 

b) Less than 300 metres from a public place, a place frequented by the public or a public road 

c) On private property without the consent of the owner, his representative or the occupant of the 
premises. 

The present article does not apply to businesses intended for this purpose and holding the necessary 
permits for its operation.

Bins and snow removal 
 

It's ESSENTIAL to place your bin IN your driveway, 1 m from the street. This has a 

host of advantages: Votre bac ne nuit pas au déneigement, surtout lorsque les rues 

deviennent de plus en plus étroites en raison de l’accumulation de neige. 

• Your bin won't interfere with snow clearing, especially when streets get 
narrower and narrower due to snow accumulation.  

• It won't be destroyed by the plow, so you won't have to order a new one.; 

• You'll make our operators' work easier, and they'll be able to clear the snow 

faster and more efficiently - all our citizens will benefit ! 
 

• What's more, you'll save a few steps since you don't have to put your bin on the 
street, but IN YOUR ENTRANCE, 1 metre from the pavement! 

• Returning it as soon as collection is complete will also save you a lot of inconvenience.
