ADMINISTRATION – MUNICIPAL TAXES   

 

We would like to remind you that the last payment for your 

municipal taxes will be made no later than September 9, 2025, in 

accordance with by-law 2024-162, which you can consult by 

clicking on the following link: https://ivry-sur-le-lac.qc.ca/en/by-

laws/ 

 

Your payments must be received by the due dates to avoid late 

payment charges. In addition, the full account balance becomes 

due and payable if a payment is not received by the due date. 

 

It's also important to bear in mind that balances bear interest at a rate of 10% per annum, plus a 2% penalty 

calculated on unpaid balances.

HOW TO IDENTIFY INVASIVE SPECIES 

 

 
 

Suggested by  Monica Heller 
 
To identify invasive species in Quebec, use the Sentinelle online tool https://fyto.ca/sentinelle/ developed by the 
Quebec government, which offers a detailed catalog of harmful flora and fauna, as well as a reporting tool for 
your observations. You can also consult the Water Atlas for aquatic invasive species and use the iPêche mobile 
application to identify and report invasive freshwater fish.  
 
Here are a few steps to identify and report invasive species: 
 
1. Use the Sentinelle tool: 
This website, developed by the Ministère du Développement durable, de l'Environnement et de la Lutte contre 
les changements climatiques, provides information on the main invasive species in Quebec, enabling you to 
identify them with descriptions and photos, and report your observations.  
 
2. Consult the Atlas de l'eau: 
If you're interested in aquatic species, this interactive mapping tool lets you view invasive species sightings and 
find out about their presence.  
 
3. Use the iPêche application: 
This free mobile application helps you identify freshwater fish and report invasive species sightings. 
 
4. If you observe a potentially invasive species: 
 

• Try to identify it: Use the resources mentioned above (Riverkeeper, Water Atlas, iPêche) to 
determine whether the species is invasive.  

• Note the location and date: If possible, note the GPS coordinates of the sighting, the number of 
individuals and the date.  

• Take photos: Photos of the species can help identify and confirm your report.  

• Report your sighting: Use the Sentinelle tool to report your sighting and contribute to the 
monitoring of invasive species in Quebec, according to the Government of Quebec.  

 



 
By reporting your sightings, you help protect Quebec's biodiversity and fight invasive species, according to 
OBVAJ.

ENVIRONMENT SEPTIC TANK EMPTYING - REMINDER  

CITIZEN'S OBLIGATION TO PROVIDE PROOF OF EMPTYING 

 

Reminder - We have sent information notices to a number of citizens informing them that 

they are affected by the new regulations governing the management of septic 

installations, and that action on their part is required.  Affected citizens must mandate a 

qualified professional to carry out an inspection of their septic installation. The 

professional must then complete the attestation of functionality, which must be 

submitted to the municipality by September 30, 2024. 

 

It is your responsibility to submit proof of completion of the work to the municipality no later than October 15 of 
each year in which emptying is required by the by-law. 
 
Although the various service providers offer to forward the proof to the municipality, we never receive all of 
them. It's best to send it to us yourself by e-mail (admin@ivry-sur-le-lac.qc.ca), where we'll confirm receipt and 
update your file. 
 
An annual maintenance contract is also required for certain septic systems (Ecoflo, Bionest, Enviro-Septic, 
etc.). The same applies to annual maintenance. Send us proof of maintenance to update your file. We accept a 
copy of the maintenance contract.

 CLOSURE OF THE MUNICIPAL BOAT WASH AND LANDING - END OF SEASON!
